DEVOTION TO THE PRECIOUS BLOOD 
 May the blood of Christ, which has purchased for us the rewards of 
eternal life, ever remain upon us and upon our children…. 
 The month of July is devoted to one of the oldest devotions in the 
Church…devotion to the most Precious Blood of Jesus.   On the day of His 
circumcision, Our Blessed Mother adored the most Precious Blood of her 
infant son as the first drops of His Precious Blood were shed amongst the 
many tears for the salvation of our weak and sinful humanity.  Jesus takes 
upon Himself our sins and makes His merits our own. 
 French priest Fr. Jean C. J. D’Elbee explains how, when Christ in His 
Passion appeared before the Father, covered with our sins, He obtained for 
us a special right, “the right to appear one day before the Father covered 
with the Blood flowing from every pore of His body…Then the Father will 
not recognize us as sinners, but as His children, regenerated and renewed by 
the baptism of this Blood.” 
 During his pontificate, Pope St. John XXIII urged a renewal to the 
devotion of the Precious Blood, approving the Litany of the Precious 
Blood, encouraging the faithful to fervently meditate on the “boundless 
power of the Blood” and “savoring its fruits more frequently” in 
sacramental communion.    
Our Lord told St. Mechtilde: “As often as a man grieves in his soul over the 
memory of My Passion, so often does he seem to lay a sweet rose on My 
wounds.  From this wound will go forth a dart of love to pierce his soul 
with a saving wound.” 
 “All of the graces we have ever received have flowed from the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus.  It is the love burning there that caused Him to bestow them 
on us so abundantly.”
