Main Street in Lake Geneva, Wisconsin is requesting 
bids for the weekly lawn mowing of all turf areas 
including the rectory, church, school & upper parking 
lot, located on the corner of Curtis & Darwin Streets for 
the 2019 growing season. 
Stipulations: 

All turf shall be cut on a weekly basis – 
preferably on Thursdays. In case of a funeral or 
during dry weather, the weekly mowing may 
be asked to be rescheduled. The Parish will 
contact the company at least 48 hrs. in advance 
if they choose to reschedule the service. 

 
Turf Care: Cut at a height of 2 ½” to 3” in 
length with sharp mowing blades, preventing 
the grass blades from being torn with a ragged 
cut. 

 
Hardscapes: All debris shall be blown from 
sidewalks, driveways, fence lines and parking 
lots. 
 
Timing of Service: During the school year 
when school is in session, the start time cannot 
be before 3:30 pm.
