RESPECT LIFE AND GENOME EDITING 
 As we continue to keep the fetus in 
the womb and the Respect and Care for 
that Fetus central in our teachings there 
is another topic which came up even 
more consistently in my morals classes 
dealing with Respect of Life. It is 
k n o w n  a s  G e n o m e  E d i t i n g 
(Engineering): Scientists have discovered a way to bring bread back to the diets of 
the gluten-intolerant. After a person with this disease eats gluten, a naturally 
occurring protein in wheat, the body attacks itself, causing damage to the small 
intestine. People with celiac disease cannot eat food such as bread, beer, and pasta 
made from wheat but instead must find alternatives, such as breads made from rice 
or potato flour.   
 Thanks to a new technology called CRISPR (which stands for Clustered 
Regularly Interspaced Short Palindromic Repeats), scientists have created a type 
of wheat. Soon they may be able to create wheat with no gluten at all, allowing 
people with celiac disease to consume wheat. While genome editing has been 
around for a while, CRISPR makes modifying DNA much faster, cheaper, and 
more accurate than ever before. 
 The technology comes from the natural defense systems of bacteria. This 
technology deals with viruses and DNA and borrows from the data of how the 
body develops an immunity to a Virus. Scientists figured out how to use the 
process to target specific sequences of DNA in the lab, such as specific genetic 
mutations in animals. CRISPR can then be used to permanently change an 
animal’s DNA by cutting out the mutation and replacing it with a more desirable 
gene.  
 There is the First Catch: desirable to who?? Today scientists are 
researching how to use CRISPR to treat genetic diseases such as muscular 
dystrophy, cystic fibrosis, cataracts, heart disease, and various cancers. One lab is 
even studying how to modify the genomes of mosquitos in order to stop malaria. 
Genetically engineered food is already showing up on supermarket shelves. 
Dealing with food like this may help people, such as those with celiac disease.  
 But the Second Catch: we risk decreasing natural plant diversity; and more 
importantly the digestibility of foods for the human body.  While the technology 
can be used to make people, and eventually populations, immune to certain 
diseases, it can also permanently change the human genome.  
 This Third Catch: altering of the Gene Pool: has Scientists pondering if by 
editing a genome we could cause unwanted or mistaken changes, which cannot be 
reversed. Because of this, most research has been in the lab. Clinical trials using 
CRISPR are still in the very beginning stages; the first trial by a U.S. company, 
intended to treat a blood disorder, was given the go only in September 2018.  
 CRISPR’s potential to treat disabilities raises questions about how we 
define disability, says Marnie Gelbart, director of programs at the Personal 
Genetics Education Project. Her organization, housed at Harvard Medical School, 
holds discussions on genetics with community members, faith leaders, research 
experts, and policymakers. What if, for example, CRISPR could be used to 
eradicate Down syndrome? Many parents might choose to do so, despite the fact 
that people with Down syndrome can live long, happy, healthy lives without 
feeling that they are disabled.  
 This redefinition of disability also questions God’s creation: If all humans are 
created in God’s likeness, should we have the power to alter the diversity of ways 
in which life presents itself?  This kind of technology while having many benefits, 
raises questions for Catholics about whether, given the opportunity, humans 
should force our personal ideas of what is right or good about Life ahead of 
God’s.

CATHOLIC CENTRAL’S 
100TH ANNIVERSARY 
HISTORICAL FACT 
 Oct. 19-26, 1952 - “St. 
Mary's endeavored to have its 
high school students participate 
in the nation wide observance of 
National Catholic Youth Week. 
The purpose of the observance 
was ‘to focus the attention of the 
nation on the need for sound 
youth.’  The core of the Catholic 
Youth Movement strived for 
goodness and holiness attained 
through character development 
based on high school ideals of 
loyalty to God’s law, as well as 
the laws of the country.” 



TRIDUUM OF ETERNAL LIFE 
 What are known as Triduums in the Catholic Church are 
based on our Trinitarian belief as well as the Biblical 
Number of God as three. Notice how the first six days of 
Creation are really two groups of three, and the Ten 
Commandments are ten but the first three deal specifically 
with God. Jesus died at three o’clock being crucified with 
three and rising on the third day. These are not random 
numbers put in the scriptures, those are theological. That is 
why to this day we continue to celebrate Triduums like Holy 
Thursday, Good Friday and the Easter Vigil.  
 I mention this because we are celebrating one of these 
Triduums clarifying our concept of Death and the Kingdom 
of God. From the earliest days of Christianity these three 
days have been connected to each other even though some of 
the meanings have become more secular such as All Soul’s 
Day being called the “Day of the Dead” and All Hallows 
Eve” celebrating the preparation for the Saints, becoming our 
present Halloween.  
 Our Catholic Tradition I speak of is the Triduum of 
Halloween, All Saint’s Day and All Soul’s Day. These three 
days if understood in the tradition of Catholicism are 
celebrated at the time of the year when Death is on people’s 
minds. In Nature the trees are losing their leaves, the crops 
are being removed from the fields, the days are becoming 
shorter, and what was once green and alive is dying with the 
cold and snow. So we reflect on death and the coming of the 
Kingdom of God.  
 We begin on All Hallows Eve driving away all evil 
spirits, at one time by having bonfires and dressing as Saints 
and celebrating rituals in the Church with Prayers and 
Litanies that removed all evil on this night so that the Light 
could shine through the darkness in preparation for the Day 
of the Saints.  

 On All Saints Day we remember 
all the Saints of our Church. Regrettably 
in our present age, we seem to 
concentrate on Saints that already have 
their own Feast Day on All Saints day. 
But this was a day set aside for all the 

unnamed Saints of the Catholic Church. These are the Saints 
of the Church who in the fullest way are Saints with the same 
stature as a St. Francis or St. Catherine but did not have a 
community or group to support their canonization or calling 
for Sainthood and therefore unknown by most of the Church.  
 Then we follow with All who 
have died through the centuries 
assisting them with our prayers and 
devotions as they journey home to our 
Heavenly Father. This is a wonderful 
celebration helping us understand the 
connection of Life and Death both in 
the special Saints and All our beloved 
believing that one day we will be together again in the 
Kingdom of God around the Table of the Lord. For through 
the Cross Jesus has conquered Sin and Death! 

THE MONTH OF THE HOLY ROSARY 
 I was so excited when St. John 
Paul II added the Luminous 
Mysteries to the Rosary. When the 
Joyful, Sorrowful, and Glorious 
mysteries were first placed together 
in what was originally called the 
Psalter of the Blessed Mother and 
later became known as the Rosary, 
the Church was in a different world. 
People rarely traveled, peopled were uneducated in 
the ways of their Faith other than the powerful and the 
clergy, and people experienced great times of War 
from the East and West, as well as plagues that would 
wipe out from 30-50% of a population in a 
community. Hence those three sets of mystery fit the 
populations understanding of Life.  
 By the 1900’s Catholics and Protestants alike 
were reading and studying the Scriptures in numbers 
that had not been seen before in Christianity’s history. 
Enter the Luminous Mysteries. They are biblically 
centered mysteries that look at five major moments in 
the life of Jesus Christ. What Mother would not want 
us to look at the five most essential moments in the 
life of her Son, other than Jesus’ death which were 
reflected upon in the sorrowful mysteries. So our Pope 
wanted us to reflect on Christ through His mother’s 
guidance understanding how these important moments 
created the Body of Christ, the Church.  
 Quickly looking at the Luminous Mysteries: The 
Baptism of the Lord, The Wedding in Cana, The 
Proclamation of the Kingdom of God and the call 
to conversion, The Transfiguration, and Last 
Supper: The Institution of the Eucharist. Reflecting 
on these five mysteries especially during this month 
of the Holy Rosary brings to fulfillment the “Paschal 
Mystery” the Passion, Death and Resurrection of the 
Lord. Holy Mary Mother of God pray for us sinners 
now and at the hour of our death. Amen.
