ADVENT WREATH AND CALENDARS 
There are many great family 
practices during the Advent 
Season that can be done at 
home with the family. The 
Advent wreath is a beautiful 
symbol to put both on the 
kitchen and the dining room 
tables of our homes. A way 
to do this during the COVID 

could be to go out to the woods as a family and create 
your own wreath by cutting off branches from an 
evergreen tree of any type. The evergreen branches a 
symbol of God being ever present to us in our daily lives. 
Then the wreath is formed in the shape of a circle as a 
reminder that God has no beginning or end as in a circle.  

Some families especially during this time may be 
interested in making your own candles. We place three 
purple and one pink candle around the wreath. The three 
candles are Purple because the color purple is a symbol 
of royalty in the ancient world so we use purple candles 
as a reminder of preparing for the king by cleaning out 
our homes. In this case the homes of our hearts and souls 
in preparation for the King of all Creation. The pink 
candle is lite the third Sunday of Advent as we celebrate 
what is called Gaudette Sunday, the Sunday of Joy. Why 
joy? Because we are more than half way to the 
celebration of our Salvation the birth of Christ.

Ca lendar  i s  ano ther 
wonderful family tradition. 
This Calendar can be done 
in many ways, but begins 
with Dec. 1 and ends on 
Christmas Day. These 
calendars range from doors 
that are opened with either 
little gifts behind them. They can be doors that when 
opened have a little kind act that can be done by the 
family on that day. Some of the calendars have a 
scripture passage dealing with the birth of Jesus Christ. 
Some calendars are not doors, but an object that moves 
from date to date with either stickers or pockets. I have 
seen these calendars range from bought which you can 
buy on line to many handmade Advent calendars. Again 
these are beautiful ways to celebrate the preparation of 
the coming of the Lord.

ADVENT SCRIPTURE STUDY: BIRTH STORIES OF 
JESUS 
 Many beautiful Christmas Cards 
have the Shepherds and Magi coming 
to a stable in Bethlehem all following 
the star in the Heavens, with the Star 
so large that if that very star appeared 
in the skies the whole world would 
panic. As so many of the Scripture 
scholars in the first five hundred 
years of the Church stressed. Each 
Gospel story has its own setting and 
its own theology, each individually 
teaching some unique aspect about how God reveals himself in Jesus 
Christ his Son. Therefore, merging or mingling the Gospel stories 
together destroys that unique theological revelation of each 
Evangelist. The Shepherds did NOT follow a Star, and the Magi did 
not come to a Stable, but as the Gospel of Matthew states to his 
home. There is NO donkey that the Blessed Mother rode even that 
would look heart-warming. What is even more interesting is that the 
Gospels of Mark and John begin with Jesus at the age of 29-30 years 
old. So what are the two very different birth stories trying to tell us 
about Jesus, the Son of God? They are not revealing the same thing 
about the Son of God, but he is the Son of God for both. It is part of 
the same theological debate of do we present Jesus as mighty and 
powerful on a throne, or as humbled and beaten on a Cross. As you 
know both are Catholic Images. Come and see as Jesus said to St. 
Andrew, when we gather Dec. 9th and 16th at 7:00 p.m. in our 
church, led by Fr. Ray Guthrie
