FEAST OF ST. STEVE THE FIRST
SAINTS CELEBRATED AFTER

CHRISTMAS

This Saturday after
Christmas Day, Dec 26,
is the day we honor St.
Stephen, because today
is the day Almighty
God, in His mercy,
restored the power of
the First Martyr to us.
All we know about him
comes from the Acts of
the Apostles, chapters 6,
7 and 8. But there is
another story about St. Stephen.

In 415, a priest named Lucian was sleeping in
the baptistery of his church located about 20 miles
from Jerusalem. One night, when he was half
awake, he saw an elderly man walking toward
him, calling him by name. “I am Gamaliel,” the
old man said, “who instructed the apostle Paul in
the law.”

You’ll find Gamaliel mentioned in Acts, too
22:3 where St. Paul says that he studied the law
“at the feet of Gamaliel.” It was Gamaliel who
saved the lives of St. Peter and St. John when they
appeared before the high priest and the Sadducees.
The Sadducees wanted to execute the apostles, but
Gamaliel advised caution. Regarding this teaching
about Jesus, he said, “If this plan or this
understanding is of men, it will fail; but if it is of
God, you will not be able to overthrow them.”

There is an ancient tradition that Gamaliel
secretly became a Christian. In his appearance to
Lucian, Gamaliel told him the location of the
tomb of St. Stephen, which had been lost and
forgotten for centuries. After Stephen’s
martyrdom, Gamaliel had the body brought to his
estate in Caphargamala (modern-day Beir Jimal,
Israel) and buried in a tomb he had prepared for
himself and his family. The lost tomb was not far
from Lucian’s church.

Then Gamaliel revealed something else—he
and Nicodemus, the man who came to Christ by
night to satisfy himself that Jesus was the
Messiah, and assisted Joseph of Arimathea in
taking Christ’s body down from the cross and
burying it in Joseph’s tomb, was also buried with
Stephen (when the Jewish authorities in Jerusalem
drove Nicodemus out of the city as a traitor to
their faith, Gamaliel sheltered Nicodemus until the
good man died). And Gamaliel was buried in the
same spot, too.

Dear Parishioners

As I look at this past year beginning with
the celebrations of Christmas on the North
Shore of Milwaukee, then Covid and all of the
directives of not being able to do this or that,
and finally transferring to St. Francis de Sales,
I have to say it has been a very interesting
year. But as always isn’t every vyear an
interesting year? More significantly Is it not
how we deal with each year no matter what
comes that is the essential aspect of life.

And so on this Christmas as I look at a
child who had no place to lay his head, a chila
as Simeon would say to his parents Joseph and
Mary, this child of yours would be the rise ana
fall of many, and that same child who woula
lay down his life for the world I can only think
of one thing. What Love our God truly has for
all creation. This action of God as St. John the
Evangelist would say of a CLight shining
through the darkness and the darkness mnot
overcoming it gives Hope to all of us.

So as you gather arvound this Christmas
with some family, a [ittle of the family, or none
of the family because of various situations,
realize that as Jesus the Son of God has assurea
us, this too will pass because God is making All
Things New!

So I offer a Blessed and Merry Christmas
to all of you. Know that you are in my prayers
as I ask God to let our parish community see
that Light, Jesus Christ shining through the
darkness and worries giving us to Hope in
building a better future and world.
