FEASTS OF THE PRESNTATION & ST. 
BLAISE 
The early part of next week February 
2nd and 3rd we celebrate two Feast 
days that have a long and powerful 
history in our Church. The First on 
February 2nd is called, The Feast of 
the Presentation.” This feast calls to 
mind the Jewish custom to Present a 
new born child to the Lord after the 
days of waiting. It was the tradition in 
many Catholic homes to keep the 
nativity sets up until this day. This is 
also called Candlemas Day because when Jesus is presented at 
the Temple he is spoken as a “Light to the Nations.” This day 
was celebrated with the blessings of candles which were 
brought home to be used either as votive or vigil lights in the 
home for special family devotions and prayers. This tradition is 
not followed as often today but some families still do. So if 
any would like to have special candles blessed we will bless 
them after the Sunday Mass. This will be done by letting our 
Ushers know and placing the candles on the step of the Altar 
and Father will bless them after Mass. 
 
The Second Feast Day on February 3rd is the Feast of St. 
Blaise. This feast day also involves candles but for a different 
reason. We may have heard the story of a young person who 
was choking to death because of blockage in the throat. Bishop 
Blaise helped to bring the child back to health. The story 
would have ended here, except as some of you may have heard 
me mention in weekday homilies and historical writings I have 
done one of the most aggressively anti-Christian emperor 
Diocletian was in power. Of all the Emperors he killed or 
jailed more Christians than any Emperor in Roman History. St. 
Blaise lived in his period and was jailed in the area today 
known as Armenia. Imprisonment then was nothing like today. 
They fed you and gave you a nice dark cell but very little 
more. As a gift to Bishop Blaise so that he could continue to 
read the Scriptures in his cell, that same family whom St. 
Blaise from which he had saved their child brought candles to 
his dark and dingy cell in thanks giving for their child’s life. 
Thus we have carried on the tradition of Blessing Throats with 
crossed candles wrapped with Red Ribbon as a reminder that 
St. Blaise was a martyr and through his intercession with the 
gift of healing of the throat by removal of the blockage 
presented God’s grace of healing to this family and every 
family. Consequently, the weekend of January 31st at our 
Masses, we will have a general Blessing of Throats, (because 
of the Diocesan Directives) followed by a sprinkling right 
connecting us to this wonderful healing moment in the history 
of our Church. And so we pray: St. Blaise, Bishop and 
Martyr, we ask for the healing of all ailments of the throat 
and every other illness, as we remember the healing power of 
God wrought through your intercession in Christ Jesus Our 
Lord. Amen

CATHOLIC SCHOOLS MONTH  
As we celebrate Catholic Schools 
month I would like to begin this 
section recalling the words of 
Phi ladelphia’s  Bishop hen 
reflecting on Catholic Schools and 
their past Bishop St. John 
Neumann who began the system of 
Parish Catholic Schools in the 
United States.  For Neumann, 
schools were not an end in 
themselves. They were a means to an end. And that end 
was the building up of the Church, the salvation of souls, 
the ennobling of young minds and the conversion of 
American culture. More than 150 years later, the 
conditions we face in many of our towns and cities are 
very different. In some ways our situation is much more 
difficult and yet also easier. Nonetheless, the goal of 
Catholic education remains the same. Today much of the 
News media have already suggested that dozens of 
poorly attended, financially troubled Catholic schools 
should be asked to combine or close; but if we are honest 
as a Catholic Parish and Community; more than a careful 
pruning of our educational system for the health of the 
larger mission is clearly necessary. Public school 
systems, 
both locally and nationally, have had to face the same 
tough decisions of how to move into the future. But the 
substance of our role as the Catholic Schools of 
Philadelphia (Milwaukee) must be much more 
comprehensive and much more positive than the closing 
of our schools. It must be as Archbishop Dolan, St. John 
Neumann of Philadelphia, St. John Newman of Oxford 
and St. Thomas Aquinas our greatest educator asserted: 
That our Catholic Schools become the foundation for a 
vibrant missionary community using all that’s best in 
education to create a stronger future for the Catholic 
Church in America (World) by forming our youth 
through our schools into the living and active presence of 
Christ in the world. As we celebrate Catholic Schools our 
present challenge at St. Francis de Sales as in so many 
parishes is this. To always have that opportunity open 
and alive to all and any of our Families the gift which 
Catholic Schools provide in the vision of such great 
Catholic thinkers as St. John Neumann if we are going to 
keep the moral fabric of our country strong and healthy. 
Catholic Schools are not just an option but a mission of 
our community. As Archbishop Cousins would point out, 
a mission of the whole parish. 

LENTEN REGULATIONS AND 
PREPARATION 
As We enter the Lenten Season and 
some of our other special feast days 
which we celebrate over the next couple 
months, it is important to realize there 
are still restrictions in some areas of 
Church Ritual that will continue to be in 
place until the whole Catholic Community feels that it is 
appropriate to move forward. As you will notice the 
Bishops asked us to follow the tradition found in a 
number of European Nations in how certain Blessing are 
done differing from what we are used to in the United 
States as with the Blessing of Throats mentioned in 
another article in this bulletin. Another area deals with 
the distribution of Ashes and Palms in our homes. The 
distribution this year as directed by Rome and the US 
Conference of Catholic Bishops will not be with a cross 
on the forehead but an initial general Blessing with the 
words as used when the cross is traced on our forehead, 
followed by a sprinkling rite with the waters of Baptism. 
For those who wish to receive the actual ashes special 
lines will be set up where a little will be sprinkled on the 
top of your head with NO bodily contact and both the 
Minster of the Ashes and the Recipient MUST WEAR 
FACE MASK. With the restrictive directives from 
Rome and the Bishops let us remember that we can still 
make these days wonderful and exciting days of 
Reconciliation and Repentance as we journey through 
this Lenten Season. We will still have Stations of the 
Cross and other devotional celebrations to help us in this 
period of Lent. Fr. Ray Guthrie
