JESUS TWO DIRECTIVES TO FASTING 
 A n d 
whenever you 
fast, do not look 
dismal, like the 
hypocrites, for 
they disfigure 
their faces so as to 
show others that 
they are fasting. Truly I tell you, they have received their 
reward. But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash 
your face, so that your fasting may be seen not by others 
but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who 
sees in secret will reward you. Matthew 6:16 The three 
great religious practices among the Jews were giving, 
praying, and fasting. Jesus’ own ministry began with an 
epic forty-day fast. Jesus begins, “Whenever you fast,” 
because he probably expected his followers would fast, 
though neither he nor any of the New Testament writers 
command it. Jesus offers no technical instructions on 
when or how to fast, only that fasting should not be for 
outward show. Apparently, many who fasted made a 
point of wearing tattered clothing, scrubbing their head 
with ashes, and stumbling about as though carrying a 
great burden. Jesus offers two instructions. 
 First, when fasting, look normal—and cheerful! “… 
put oil on your head and wash your face …” The oil and 
water treatment was the everyday norm in Jesus’ day. 
That’s just what people did before going out. In fact, 
since oil was synonymous with gladness (Is. 61:3), a 
person should look not only normal but cheerful! Second, 
Jesus taught, when fasting, fast for God, “… so that your 
fasting may be seen not by others but by your Father who 
is in secret.” We don’t fast to impress people or to 
demonstrate our piety or our zeal; we don’t fast to get 
something from God. Its central motive is fellowship 
with God. 
 Fasting has helped to feel a certain connection with 
those who never have enough to eat. Hoping fasting also 
teaches us about the pleasure of food and necessity of a 
restrained lifestyle in the midst of that pleasure. But most 
of all, has fasting deepened our relationship with God.

 We’ve created a series of videos to guide your 
parishioners through logging in, signing up, and using the 
platform.  

THE POWER OF LENTEN PRAYER 
 There is probably no 
saint more revered and well 
known in all of Christian 
history than St. Francis of 
Assisi. Today Catholics, 
and many non-Catholics 
alike, celebrate the life and 
legacy of this medieval 
Italian man who is known 
the world over for his 
exemplary life of holiness 
and model of peaceable living he leaves to us, nearly 
800 years after his death. Just as he remains a popular 
figure across many cultures and religious traditions, 
there is probably no prayer with all Christian 
denominations (with perhaps the predictable exception 
of the “Lord’s Prayer”) than the one that bears the 
name of this Saint from Assisi: “The Prayer of St. 
Francis.”  We know that St. Francis never actually said 
or wrote these particular words, he lived the prayer 
with his whole life. And when we do look at a few of 
the authentic writings that we do have from the 
Poverello (the “little poor man” of Assisi), we see the 
values, insights and spirituality of the Franciscan 
tradition reflected in this now-classic prayer. The most 
well-known writing of St. Francis is probably the 
Canticle of the Creatures, in which the Saint from 
Assisi poetically praises God in and through various 
elements of the created order. The fundamental 
spiritual insight of the Canticle is that each aspect of 
God’s creation gives glory and praise to God by being 
what it was created to be. The Sun praises God by 
giving the world light; the wind praises God by 
bringing every kind of weather; and the Earth praises 
God by sustaining us through producing fruits, flowers 
and herbs.  All of God’s creation perfectly praises God 
because each element does what it was intended to do.  
Near the end of the Canticle St. Francis finally 
introduces human persons. He writes:Bottom of Form  
Praised be You, my Lord, through those who give 
pardon for Your love, and bear infirmity and 
tribulation. Blessed are those who endure in peace, for 
by You, Most High, shall they be crowned. Human 
beings give praise to God — they live most 
authentically as they were created to be — through 
loving one another amid difficult times and by being 
peacemakers who seek reconciliation. Just as the Sun is 
most genuinely itself when providing light and 
warmth, men and women are most truly themselves 
when they love, forgive and make peace. Prayer as St. 
Francis recalls helps us to truly be what God created us 
to be. Lent is a wonderful time to use prayer as a 
means of stripping away all that does not allow us to 
truly Love as God Loved, as he was stripped and nailed 
to a Cross.

Say "yes" to God in a new way and meet Christ 
at this year’s Wisconsin Catholic Youth Rally! 

A REFLECTION FROM A STUDENT IN THE 
SEMINARY ON ALMSGIVING 
 I tell everyone that I’m 
from Chicago, but you would 
probably laugh at that if you 
saw the place I grew up. It was 
a small town of about fifteen 
hundred in rural Illinois. We 
had a high school, four 
churches and a football field, 
and nothing but corn and 
soybeans for miles and miles. 
However, several years back someone decided that enough 
people commuted from that area to work in the city for it to be 
though a suburb of Chicago, much to the local population’s 
distain. The number of times I actually went into the City of 
Chicago as a child was actually pretty limited. Of these times, 
one in particular stands out. I once saw an old man sitting on 
the sidewalk. Homeless, literally wearing only rags to protect 
his body from the elements, with a cardboard sign reading 
“Hungry, Please Help.”  
 It was painful to look at. But what struck me even more 
was those passing by. I sat and counted no less 
than thirty adults before someone even looked at the man. Most 
just kept walking, like he was invisible. What must that be 
like? To be invisible? Almsgiving, the act of giving goods to 
the poor and performing acts of charity, is an one of the least 
known forms of penance. It’s one of the three pillars of Lenten 
penance and the Catechism calls it, “a witness to fraternal 
charity” and “a work of justice pleasing to God.”  
 During the Ash Wednesday Mass, we ask the Lord to help 
us lead lives of Self-Restraint.” This is at the core of what Lent, 
and ultimately all penance, is all about. It’s giving up 
something for a greater good. It’s saying “yes” to God by 
saying “no” to something else that wants to take the place of 
God. As Pope Francis put it, “Almsgiving helps free people 
from the obsession of possession, from the fear of losing what 
they have and from the sadness of not sharing their well-being 
with others.”  
 Almsgiving frees us from the obsession with money and 
material goods that reigns in our world. Almsgiving makes 
Christ known and loved. It’s how a four-foot-nothing lady in 
Calcutta win a Nobel Peace Prize and turn the world on its 
head. Almsgiving shows us that whenever we reach out to 
someone in pain, they see Christ in us and it’s beautiful. And 
the best part is that it doesn’t end with those we serve. In 
bringing the love of Christ to others, we learn to see Him more 
clearly in those around us. When God came into the world, He 
came to us poor, helpless, without as much as a cradle to rest 
His head in. He promised His disciples that “Whatsoever you 
did to these, the least of my brothers, you did to me.” 
 Almsgiving gives us the eyes to see Christ in the least of 
His brothers, especially the poor, and it makes visible the 
invisible. Don’t let your Lenten penance be a half-measure. Go 
all the way, prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.
